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The students at Camden Catholic are
excited about biology and chemistry
classes this year. The labs have been reno-
vated with the latest in digital technology to help
prepare students for college and life after high
school. Because of the generous donations from
Robert Healey ’47 and Dr. Chris Connolly and
his wife Susan, past parents, the students will
learn about biology and chemistry with the assis-
tance of hands-on learning experience. Mr. Tom
Kiely, principal, says “as educators, we have to
teach the concepts of the natural world that our
students, previously, might have learned on their
own. This is where laboratory science has become
more integrated in classrooms and this integra-
tion will serve the students in the future. It gives
them a leg-up in the college admissions process

and prepares them to study science in college in a
way that gives them better understanding of the
world they live in.”

The new labs still feature Bunsen burners and
microscopes, but, with addition of the new elec-
tronic whiteboards, which enable laboratory soft-
ware packages to stimulate experiments to run
and be viewed by students. Digital projectors
allow students to view the teacher’s intricate
movements at their own lab stations on monitors.
These software packages allow virtual dissections
of animals. “This allows us to teach anatomy and
integrate ethics into our practices,” says Kiely.

Camden Catholic continues to uphold its tra-
dition of excellence in education with these labs.
The physics lab is slated for completion next year.

Tom Kenney Gym Gets a Makeover
Last year the auditorium seating renovations
were completed. This year new green bleachers
were installed with handrails adding safety for our
spectators. Msgr. Martin, president, says “the
bleachers were long overdue for replacement. This
new seating meets all safety codes and will please
all those loyal fans of our basketball and wrestling
programs.”
